Puppy Dog (1,1) 
Cole’s Rattustrap Soulmate. This handsome 6-month-old lad presented well at his very first 
show. Standing alone in his class, he caught my eye as soon as he entered the ring. He stood 
perfectly on the table showing a lovely outline, nice head with correct ear carriage. Glossy 
coat and nice rich tan. Happy to show me his teeth. He moved well around the ring, and I 
am sure that this young man will have a very successful career ahead of him. Best Puppy

Beginners Dog (1,1) 
Coles Rattustrap Soulmate as above 
 
Post Graduate Dog (1,1) 
Bunninng’s Ysabelkid Dusty Frog. Stood alone in his class, presented in excellent condition, 
this 2-year-old boy stood well on the table. Nice wedge-shaped head, good ear carriage with 
dark sparkling eyes. Good topline. Movement was ok around the ring but clearly in tune 
with his handler.  
 
Open Dog (3,2) 
1st Plant’s Plantocracy Bold Bruce JW. This 4-year-old lad stood confidently on the table. He 
has good ear set, dark sparkling eyes, muscular hind legs, with a lovely topline adding to a 
perfect outline. Well-presented glossy coat with rich tan colouring and dark thumbprints. He 
moved well around the ring which also won him Best Dog and Best in Show.  
 

2nd Boot’s Harliboo Word Gets Around. 5 ½ year old lad in great condition who presented 
well on the table. Nice head and good dentition. Good ear carriage. Lovely glossy coat with 
nice topline. Moved well around the ring. Also Reserve Best Dog. 
 
Puppy Bitch (3,2) 
1st Plant’s Spring Wren at Plantocracy. At 10 months old, this young girl oozes confidence. 
Standing well on the table. Lovely feminine head, good ear carriage, dark glossy coat with 
deep tan. Nice topline and outline shows good rear angulation.  Moved well around the ring 
in tune with her handler. (Best Puppy in Show, Reserve Best Bitch, Best Puppy Bitch) 
 
2nd Cawley and Stockton’s Magpiebank Breeze. Lovely 7-month-old-girl. Well presented 
and was a little less settled on table than 1st. Nice feminine head, correct ear carriage, good 
dentition. Again, lovely glossy dark coat with rich tan. Moved well. 
 
Beginners Bitch (1,1) 
1st Bratcher’s Carnifex Archangel. Standing alone today, this pretty 14-month-old girl 
appeared a little spooked in the ring today. She wasn’t particularly settled on the table. 
However, she is well presented, lovely coat and nice dentition. Moved well.

1st Lomas’ Hurrockheath Miss Emmeline. Very feminine, elegant girl. 19 months old, in 
excellent show condition. Stood perfectly on table, good dentition, lovely wedge shaped 
head and correct ear set. Lovely topline and silhouette. Coat in wonderful condition, glossy 
dark with rich tan. Good rear angulation. Moved well around the ring. (Also Best Bitch and 
Reserve Best in Show.) 
 
2nd Walker’s Sizlin Hey Good Lookin. Lovely 3-year-old girl with an appealing, feminine 
head. Presented well, giving a pleasant outline on the table with good topline. Good 
dentition. Moved well around the ring but was pipped by 1st today.  
 
Veteran Bitch (2,2) 
1st Heller’s Limoncello Cecilia Beaux ShCM. Well-presented 7 ½ year old who clearly knew 
her way around the ring. Stood well on the table showing herself off excellently. Lovely 
outline and moved well around the ring. (best Veteran Bitch and Best Veteran in Show) 
 
2nd Fitch’s Westwytch Iron Lady. A lovely 11-year-old girl who presented well on the table. 
An elegant outline with good ear carriage. Moved well around the ring but just pipped by 1st 
today.
